This test, DEXA-Scan, uses an extremely
low dose of radiation and takes only 15 minutes.

DEXA-Scan measures bone density, which is
directly related to bone strength. It is the “gold
standard” of bone density testing.

Generally, women over 50 should get a DEXA-
Scan, although it’s good for those in their eatly 40’s
to have a baseline scan for comparison in the years
to come.
